Together we have held surgeries in Wildmill and in the town centre. Last summer we
organised a very successful community event in Penybont School with fun and games
for the kids and engaging the wider community in a litter pick of the interfiled. We also
organised a clean-up of the play park in Wildmill working with V2C, South Wales Police,
Bridgend Town Council and of course the community.
