local sewers. | have continued to petition BCBC for residential parking in a number of
Morfa areas. | have petitioned for traffic calming measures to be installed on Quarella
Road and met with local police regarding ongoing speeding concerns and raising
awareness with local residents. | have worked with Police and BTC in tackling anti-social
behaviour in the town centre. | have represented a wide range of residential concerns
and referrals, including education, social care and housing. During the lockdown, | acted
as a BAVO volunteer and shopped, collected shopping and befriended the elderly and
vulnerable in the ward.
