Current Situation / proposal.

Mr Richard Thomas has resigned from his position as the Primary School Parent
Governor Representative. Following requests for nominations from the Primary
School Governors, Mr Tim Thomas has been nominated to serve as the Primary
School Parent Governor Representative.

relates to the review and development of plans, policy or strategy that form part of
the Policy Framework and consideration of plans, policy or strategy relating to the
