of Cabinet, shall include in its membership one Church in Wales Representative,
one Roman Catholic Church Representative, and three Parent Governor
Representatives (one from a Primary School, one from a Secondary School, and
one from a Special School).

Mr William Bond has completed a term of office as the Special School Parent

Governor Representative, and has been nominated for re-appointment to serve a
further term.
