FORWARD WORK PROGRAMME
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Purpose of Report .

The purpose of this report is to seek Cabinet approval for items to be included on
the Forward Work Programme for the period 1 January to 30 April 2019.

Connection to Corporate Improvement Objectives.

The active engagement with the public regarding key decisions of the Authority
contributes to all of the following Corporate Priorities.

1. Supporting a successful economy — taking steps to make the county a
good place to do business, for people to live, work, study and visit, and to
ensure that our schools are focused on raising the skills, qualifications and
ambitions of all people in the county.

2. Helping people to be more self-reliant — taking early steps to reduce or
prevent people from becoming vulnerable or dependent on the Council and
its services.

3. Smarter use of resources — ensuring that all its resources (financial,

physical, human and technological) are used as effectively and efficiently as
possible and support the development of resources throughout the
community that can help deliver the Council’s priorities.

Background.

The Constitution of the Council explains that the Forward Work Programme will be
prepared by the Solicitor to the Council to cover a period of four months except
when ordinary elections of councillors occur, in which case the forward work
programme will cover the period up to the date of the elections.

The Forward Work Programme will contain matters which the Cabinet, Overview
and Scrutiny Committees and full Council are likely to consider. It will contain
information on:

(a) the timetable for considering the Budget and any plans, policies or strategies
forming part of the Policy Framework and requiring Council approval, and
which body is to consider them;

(b)  the timetable for considering any plans, policies or strategies which are the
responsibility of the Cabinet;
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(c) any individual matters on which the Cabinet intends to consult in advance of
taking a decision, and the timetable for consultation and decision;

(d)  the work programme of the Overview and Scrutiny Committees, to the extent
that it is known.

The Forward Work Programme will be published at least 14 days before the start of
the period covered.

Current situation / proposal.

The proposed Forward Work Programmes are described below:

e Overview and Scrutiny - Appendix 3

Following consideration by Cabinet, the Forward Work Programme will be
published on 18 December 2018.
