| have been working with others to push for a footpath on Heol Spencer, the lowering of
the speed limit over the common, pushing for the park to be completed on Trem y
Castell, working with Persimmon to take over their parks and sports pitch, meeting with
officers to create safe walking routes, working to progress the extension to Coety
Primary School, working with residents to improve road safety in Hendre, working with
developers who want to bring shops and employment to Coity Higher, reviewing
planning applications and supporting residents and local business with their plans as
well as much more.
