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To seek an amendment to the Scheme of Delegation of  
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1. Purpose of Report  
 
1.1 The purpose of the report is to seek Cabinet approval to amend the Council’s 

Scheme of Delegation of Functions in relation to the establishment, alteration and 
removal of pedestrian crossing facilities in accordance with the Road Traffic 
Regulation Act – Section 23. 
 

2. Background  
 
2.1 At present paragraph 6.19 of the Council’s Scheme of Delegation of Functions 

makes provision for the making of orders as follows:       
 
To authorise the making of orders relating to highways (other than Orders under s. 
257 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990) and the confirmation, modification 
or variation thereof in accordance with the provisions contained in the following 
enactments: 

 
Cycle Tracks Act 1984 
Highways Act 1980 
Road Traffic Act 1991 
Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 
Road Traffic Regulation (Special Events) Act 1994 
Town and Country Planning Act 1990 
Town Police Clauses Act 1847 
Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 



 

 
2.2 In the case of Pedestrian Crossings that are introduced under Section 23 of the 

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, it is not necessary to make an order to implement 
the proposals and therefore it is considered that a new paragraph is appropriate to 
accurately to reflect this requirement. 

 
3. Current situation/ proposal  
 
3.1 It is proposed that a new paragraph be added to the Cabinet functions of  

Scheme B2 of the Scheme of Delegation of Functions delegated to the Corporate 
Director – Communities as follows:  

  

6.37 Pedestrian Crossings – To make arrangements for the establishment, 
alteration and removal of pedestrian crossing facilities in accordance with 
Section 23 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1980.   

 
4. Equality implications (including Socio-economic Duty and Welsh Language) 
 
4.1 An initial Equality Impact Assessment (EIA) screening has identified that there
